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names Holy Thursday and the 

Day of Foot Washing. Maundy is 

derived from the Latin, denoting 

the custom of taking food to the 

poor in baskets called maunds, 

literally hand baskets. 
     Good Friday was a day of 

deep mourning. At first the early 

believers recognized Good    

Friday every week. The Council 

of Nicaea decision led to Good 

Friday being commemorated 

once a year. 
     So as you journey through 

these 40 days, surprise your 

friends or, co-workers with a 

little Trivia about the season of 

Lent. And remember give `em 

heaven.

     We are in the church season of 

Lent. Lent begins every year on 

Ash Wednesday and is 40 days in 

length. The Sundays in Lent are not 

counted in the 40 days. The 40 

days come from the fact that Jesus 

fasted and was tempted by Satan 

for 40 days. Moses was on the 

mountain for 40 days. This year 

Lent began on February 17. Lent is 

a penitential time when the church 

reflects on the sufferings of Christ 

and His death on the cross and the 

forgiveness He offers to you and 

me in His shed blood. Lent means 

spring. 
     Details on the origin of Lent are 

sketchy. It is believed that Lent 

began in the Christian church 

around the 3rd or 4th century A.D. 

There is some evidence that Lent 

may have started earlier than that 

with a varied time frame for fasting. 

Fasting was practiced from sunup 

to sundown, over the 40 days, not 

40 days giving up eating. 
     Ash Wednesday is the custom 

of daubing the forehead of wor-

shippers on that day with ashes 

from the previous yearõs burnt 

palm branches. The daubing of 

ashes on the forehead was a re-

minder of penitence and human 

mortality on the first day of Lent. 
     As you may notice the dates for 

Ash Wednesday, Lenten season 

and Easter change from year to 

year. The Council of Nicaea in 

325 A.D. decreed when the date 

for Easter would be determined. 

This is the formula: Easter is al-

ways the Sunday after the full 

moon that occurs on or after the 

spring equinox on March 21. The 

full moon may occur on any date 

between March 21 and April 18. If 

the full moon falls on a Sunday, 

Easter is the following Sunday. 

Therefore, Easter cannot come 

any earlier than March 22 or no 

later than April 25. Easter this 

year is April 4. Look on your 

2010 calendar the full moon must 

occur between March 28 and 

April 3. 
     In the early centuries of Chris-

tianity candidates for membership 

in the church were prepared dur-

ing Lent to be baptized on Easter 

Sunday and received into mem-

bership in the church. One of the 

reasons a candidate had to wait 

until Easter to be baptized was in 

those days spies were sent in to 

find out if these believers in òThe 

Wayó were participating in crimi-

nal activity especially against the 

government. So the candidates 

were on probation to watch their 

character and test their sincerity 

in being a follower of Jesus. 
     Maundy Thursday commemo-

rated the institution of the Lordõs 

Supper. It is also known by other
